Curriculum Model 2024-2025

St Cuthbert’s Catholic High School operates a two week timetable (A week and B week), which

is made up of 50 one hour periods with registration taking place twice a day which includes a
year group assembly each week.

Students at St Cuthbert’s follow

a three year Key Stage Three programme. During years 7 to 9

all students follow a National Curriculum Programme that includes English, maths, science,
religious education, history, geography, MFL, computing, design and technology, art and

design, music, physical education, relationship, health and sex education and citizenship. At the

end of Year 9 students will make informed choices as to what they will continue to study

alongside their core subjects.
